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TRISP Advanced Series
in Self Psychology and Intersubjectivity

The TRISP Advanced Series is a continuing education series designed for those interested in expanding their psychoanalytic knowledge base with the theories of self psychology and intersubjectivity.  Clinicians who have been introduced to self psychology and intersubjectivity will deepen their understanding; those who are newer to the theories will gain a comprehensive understanding of the theories and their applicability in the clinical setting. It is open to licensable clinicians who have completed a one- or two-year post-graduate psychotherapy program as well as licensed clinicians with three or more years of post-graduate clinical practice.
The complete series consists of four courses:  two theory courses and two applied courses.  The theory courses explore the foundations of self psychology in the first semester and intersubjectivity in the second semester.  The applied courses include a study of fundamental concepts in self psychological and intersubjective treatment (including empathy, transference, and resistance) and a case seminar course.  Licensed therapists who are interested in expanding their training through clinical supervision may arrange for private supervision.  Furthermore, participants who complete the Advanced Series and one year of private supervision with approved supervisors are eligible to apply to the Masters Level Series.  All participants in the Advanced Series are eligible to take TRISP Special Topics Courses in Self Psychology and Intersubjectivity at the TRISP member rate.  All TRISP members are eligible to take courses in any one year series at the reduced member rate.
Courses are offered Wednesday evenings at 7:30 PM.  All classes are held in private offices in Manhattan.  Depending on enrollment we may open a Friday morning section for those who cannot make an evening class.

Fall 2011 Courses
Advanced Kohut – In this course students will read classic Kohut articles, including his chapters on empathy, selfobject experience, narcissistic rage, and cure.  In addition, the work of major traditional and contemporary self psychological theorists will be considered.  Students will gain a solid understanding of empathy as a data-gathering tool and the powerful role of such self psychological concepts as selfobject transference, hope and dread, and rupture and repair in the treatment setting.

Clinical Applications of Self Psychology and Intersubjectivity – In this course students will read and discuss articles that illuminate the fundamental principles of a self psychological and intersubjective treatment.  Classes will focus on clinical applications of empathy, transference and countertransference, defense and resistance, transformation, and structure-building.
Spring 2012 Courses
Advanced Intersubjectivity – In this course students will read the major contributions of Stolorow and his colleagues, including chapters from Structures of Subjectivity, Psychoanalytic Treatment, and Contexts of Being.  Students will develop their theoretical understanding of the myriad mutual influences of separate subjectivities acting upon each other and will discuss the implications of these influences in treatment.

Case Discussion – In this course students will read major cases from the self psychological and intersubjective literature in order to illuminate the principles discussed in the other classes.  In addition, significant cases written within other psychoanalytic traditions will be considered and re-formulated within the self psychological and intersubjective models.
